Submitted photographs must be 11x14 inches, with a white mat in a 16x20 inch black
frame and wire for hanging. All entries should be of a subject that somehow fits into one
of the specified categories above. The prints may be horizontal or vertical shots, color or
black and white.

. There is a limit of three entries per photographer; remember, an entry form must
accompany each photo.

. Each image must be the work of the person submitting the image. Entrants must be 18
years or older.

. Entries will be evaluated based on appeal, content and photographic skill. The decision
of the panel of three judges is final. There will be no ties.
